would be there, the mind will not wander to worldly thoughts, and
then, even if there are any shortcomings in certain arrangements of
the Jalsa, the guests would not feel affected by it. And they will think
that even if there is any shortcoming on the part of the hosts or the
organizers of the Jalsa, it does not matter to us. Our objective is to
improve our spiritual and intellectual conditions and that we can do

by benefiting from the proceedings and speeches of the Jalsa.
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So every attendee to Jalsa should prioritize on ensuring that he or
she listens to the full proceedings instead of going around during
the Jalsa. And the interval between the different sessions of the

Jalsa, which is also used for eating and praying or meeting friends,

should also be used in a better way.
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Therefore, try to separate yourself from worldly entanglements in
all respects and sincerely dedicate yourself to religious and spiritual
purpose. Showing the highest moral character and behaviour and
love and warmth and meeting each other with a smile and having
a spirit of sacrifice for others is not only for the volunteers, but the

guests should also take special care of this.
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If kindness and politeness isn’t there in behaviour and mannerism,
nothing else matters. We can not create a peaceful environment
only by the good behavior of the volunteers, all the attendees
should also show good behavior. Women should also take care of
this and men should also take care of this. Last time I mentioned
the hadith that smiling is also a part of faith. Act of sharing a smile
is also a charity and a good deed. So the hosts should also consider

it and the guests of Jalsa should also consider it very much. If
we try to let go of each other's mistakes and create a safe and
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compassionate space for each other, we will be able to achieve the
purpose for which we have gathered here.

May Allah Ta'ala make these three days not only the days for
reciting poems and singing songs of love, rather, these three days
of training inspire those who are going to establish an atmosphere
of love and affection in the whole society, which is the hallmark of
a true Islamic society.
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In these days, every Ahmadi should try to spread the message of
peace here, practice saying Salaam to everyone and develop love and
kindness for each other. One should try to listen to the proceedings
of the Jalsa quietly and attentively. Speakers prepare speeches with
great effort. All participants should try to get spiritual and intellectual
benefits by participating in all the proceedings of the Jalsa.

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Responsibilities of the officers of various
departments :

*  Allofficers in charge of various departments should remember
that as supervisors, it is their responsibility that the jobs assigned
to them are running smoothly. As officers they are supervisors
of workers. This is the principle that we have been taught that
it is the supervisor who would be answerable for workers in his
supervision or for the deeds of his disciples.
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& Hospitality in Islam is a great virtue and this honour of a Guest
is not limited to our people, it is not limited only to our dears, it
is not limited only to our intimate friends but he commands us
to serve our every Guest despite what the religion he professes
is, have a kinship or not...so the right of Guests should always
be taken into account and the guests who came to acquire from
the spiritual Maidah abiding by the call of Hazrat Masih Mau’ud®,
who came from far-flung areas by making expenses we will do

what we can and that should be done. Every worker should serve
every guest with the thinking that the duty of hospitality may be
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tulfilled. His need should be considered. High virtues and morals
should be displayed. Personal worries should be ignored because
problems are being faced to perform one’s duties. All workers
should become ready, all the time, to serve these Guests sincerely
with the feelings of gratitude.

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Advice for the Guests

*  Guests should remember that all these arrangements are
temporary. The volunteers work very hard to serve the
guests, but occasionally if there is any shortfall, it should be
overlooked.
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e If any guests find a shortfall, they should gently draw attention
of the workers to it. There is no need to get angry. The
arrangements are on a large-scale and there may be some
deficiencies. They should be tolerated and overlooked.
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Etiquettes of Food:

e Alotof food is wasted during these days. It is generally a good
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practice to take only so much in the plate as you can finish
and thus waste nothing. Teach the same to your children. We

should not be guilty of bad manners that may affect others.
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Directions regarding the Namaz:

e Jalsadays should be spent in the remembrance of Allah, reciting
‘Durood’ (invoking blessings of Allah upon His Holy Prophet)
and regular performance of Salat. The guests have come from
far and wide. If they do not perform Salat regularly and at their
appointed times, they will lose the real purpose of their coming to
Jalsa. Similatly, in such places as the kitchen where it is difficult for
the worker to leave, arrangements should be made so that they can
perform their Salat in their place of duty. This is the responsibility
of those who are In Charge of those areas.
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Garments should be suitable and covered:

e The garments should be suitable and covered. There are
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complaints that the garments of some ladies are such that they do
not exhibit the sanctity of an Ahmadi woman. So, the garments
should be such that they cover the beauty. Allah the Exalted guided
that the garments which you wear in accordance to Taqwa shall be
the garments covering your beauty. "
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Tahrik for Prayers:
e Most important are supplications and prayers. Remember to
put great emphasis on your prayers, when starting your journey,
coming to Jalsa and during travels.

clearance for the Jalsa alone strictly.

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Necessary instructions for Participants of
Jalsa Salana Qadian 2024

from Office Jalsa Salana

The gift of a heartfelt welcome is offered to all the guests attending the
Jalsa Salana Qadian 2024. May Allah Ta'ala give us the opportunity to be
satisfied with this spiritual meal. Ameen.

The following guidelines are requested to be observed:-

1. Get your registration done as soon as you reach Qadian.

2. Keep all kinds of valuables like cash and jewelry with you instead of
keeping those in the accommodation and especially foreign guests are
requested to be careful while exchanging currency. Be aware of the risk
of theft and loss.

3. Foreign friends should always carry their passports and necessary
documents with them.

4. Always keep your registration card in your pocket and show it on
demand anywhere.

5. Have food in your accommodation so that there is no administrative
problem.

6. Meet your guests at the appointed place of hospitality and do not bring
any stranger to the accommodation.

7.1f the officer Mehman Nawaz asks you for any kind of voluntary service,
then cooperate with him.

8. Do not leave your accommodation unnecessarily at night.
9. Do not touch any abandoned object but inform the concerned
authorities.

10. Keep your accommodation clean. Use the equipment in the
accommodation carefully.

11. Write your address in the pockets of your young children and tie it
tightly.

12. After Maghrib and Isha prayers, ladies should not go alone to Market,
instead they should accompany their Mehram men and finish shopping
by 08:30 pm.
